PASTOR’S PEN

One of the most beloved songs at Christmas is “O Holy Night.”
The words and music of this song touch the heart in a way that
draws us into the mystery of the birth of Jesus, the Word made
flesh. The story of how this hymn came to be is an example of
how God works in mysterious ways to bring his mercy and love
to all people.

In 1847, Mr. Placide Cappeau, a poet and wine inspector from
France was asked by a local parish priest to write a poem for
Christmas. Cappeau had fallen away from the church but
accepted the invitation to write the poem. On a carriage ride
to Paris he wrote the poem using the text of Luke’s gospel,
imagining what it would have been like to be present for the
birth of Jesus.

Feeling his words needed music Cappeau turned to his friend
Adolphe Adams, a Jew and classically trained musician to help
him. The music and words together were named Cantique de
Noel. The song was a hit, but when church officials heard that it
was composed by a fallen-away Catholic and a Jew the song
was banned in the French Church. The French people loved the
carol and continued to sing it in their homes.

In 1855 John Dwight, an American abolitionist, translated the
song into English having been inspired by the verse that says
“Chains shall He break, for the slave is our brother.” In 1871
during the Franco-Prussian War, the song was sung by a French
soldier coming up out of the trenches. It spoke to the soldiers
fighting in the war and led to a 24-hour Christmas truce with
each side sharing Christmas songs.

On Christmas Eve 1906 Reginald Fessenden was experimenting
with a microphone and the telegraph. Speaking into the micro-
phone Fessenden began reading the story of the birth of Christ
and around the world wireless operators began to hear a man’s
voice come out of their machines. The first radio broadcast of a
man’s voice was the Gospel of Luke and then Fessenden began
to play “O Holy Night” on a violin.

“The song written by a fallen-away Catholic poet, set to music
by a Jewish composer, banned by church leaders, kept alive by
the French, adopted by American abolitionists, sung by troops

in the trenches, and at last broadcast to the whole world as the

first song transmitted by radio waves continues to speak to our
hearts.” (Dr. Jeff Sanders)

Sometime during this Christmas Season, I encourage you to
listen to a recording of “O Holy Night” and allow the beauty
of this song to touch your heart and to renew your faith in God
who continues to work in mysterious ways bringing mercy and
love into our world.

O holy night, the stars are brightly shining;
1t is the night of the dear Savior's birth!
Long lay the world in sin and error pining,
Till He appeared and the soul felt its worth.
A thrill of hope, the weary soul rejoices,
For yonder breaks a new and glorious morn.
Fall on your knees, O hear the angel voices!
O night divine, O night when Christ was born!
O night, O holy night, O night divine!
